“Onshore Works™ means the Local Contractor’s work stipulated in ANNEX 1 with respect to
the Boiler Plant until they perform according to specifications and expiration of the Warranty
Period including: (i) installation and assembly of Machinery & Equipment; and (ii) providing
assistance for start-up and conduct of the test and commission the Boiler Plants and carries out
Onshore Works will be considered as completed per the definition of “Completion Date™.

“Performance Guarantee” means the Local Contractor’s obligation to guarantee the

performance of erection work to the Boiler Plants in accordance with Article 4.1.

“Progress Report” has the meaning set forth in Article 6.11(a)

“Reliability Test Run” means continuous running of Boiler Plant at rated or available load for
a period of 72 hours performed by [TBWES]. Any interruption due to reason attributable to
the Owner shall be treated as “un-interruption”.

“Site” means the site of the Owner or the Owner’s plant site where the Machinery & Equipment
shall be duly erected, commissioned and performed according to all specifications. The
Owner’s plant site is in the Sukhothai Province, in the northem region of Thailand

approximated 512 kilometers from Bangkok, Thailand.

“Tests” means the factory and field tests, systems demonstrations and other tests required by

the procedures and protocol.

“THB” or “Thai Baht” means the lawful currency of Thailand.

“Warranty Period” means twelve (12) months from the date of the Final Acceptance Certificate

which means on achieving mechanical completion and safety valve floating.

Article 3. Contract Price and Terms of Payment

3.1 The Contract Price comprises in Thai Baht (“THB™)

3.2 The Contract Price THB 49,850,000 (Thai Baht Forty-Nine million Eighty Hundred

Fifty Thousand only) excluding Value Added Tax, subject to adjustment as the result of

a Change Order by the Owner. The Local Contractor shall be liable for all withholding
taxes applicable to the Contract Price and any payments made under the Contract, which

shall be deducted by the Owner and remitted to the Revenue Department.

3.3 The Owner shall pay the Contract Price to the Local Contractor as follows:

(1) 10% of the Contract Price shall be paid within one month of site mobilization by
local contractor against submission of invoice by the Local Contractor.
(2) 80% of the Contract Price shall be paid on progressive payment monthly basis and
submission of invoice.
(3) 10% of the Contract Price as a balance payment shall be paid after successful safety
valve floating against and conditional upon the Owner’s receipt of:
1) the Local Contractor’s invoice;
(ii) the Copy of Final Acceptance Certificate confirmed by the Owner; and
(iii)  the Performance Security Bank Guarantee.

The payments shall be released within one month of submission of invoices.

Article 4. Technical Specifications and General Provisions

4.1 Scope of works. The general specifications, scope of supply, and guarantee performance

of erection work for the Boiler Plant are specified as Annex 1.

4.2 Records, The Local Contractor shall maintain in good order at the Site a copy of all up-to-
date project documents, and shall furnish copies to the Owner, if requested, of this Contract
plus all project documents, samples reproducible, addenda and Change Orders, all marked

current recording all changes made during performance of the Onshore Works.

4.3 Storage. All Materials, which are stored at a location other than On-site shall be (i) stored
in warehouse or other appropriate location approved in advance by the Owner, and (ii)
properly tagged and identified for each Boiler Plant and segregated from other goods. All
equipment shall be labeled with permanently affixed durable nameplates including the
manufacturer’s name, model number, serial number, tag number and all appropriate design

parameters.

4.4 Cleaning up. At all times, the Local Contractor shall, and shall cause its workers, engineers
and the subcontractors to keep the Materials installed and access to the same in a neat,
clean and safe condition in compliance with applicable legal requirement. Prior to
submitting a final Progress Report for Payment, the Local Contractor shall, and shall
cause its workers, engineers and the subcontractors to, as promptly as possible to remove

all materials and temporary structures that are not to be used at or near the same location

during later stages of the Onshore Works. If the Local Contractor fails to comply with
any of the foregoing, the Owner may undertake the same at the Local Contractor’s

expenses.
Article 5. Responsibilities of the Owner.
The Owner will:

(a) make the Site available to the Local Contractor and its subcontractor to have access to and

from the Site for the performance of the Onshore Works as per agreed schedule;

(b) notify the Local Contractor of the person designated from time to time by Owner to act as
the Owner’s representative and to be the contact person between the Local Contractor with
respect to the performance of the Onshore Works who shall be authorized to administer
this Contract on behalf of the Owner, agree on procedures for coordinating the Owner’s
efforts with those of the Local Contractor and, when appropriate, give information required
for the performance of the Onshore Works available to the Local Contractor. However,
such representative is not authorized to issue Change Orders, adjust the Contract Price,

extend time, accepts any Onshore Works nor create any obligations on behalf of the Owner;

(c) obtain necessary legal approvals for the erection and installation of the Boiler Plants for the
Local Contractor to perform the Onshore Works from the relative authorities and assist the
Local Contractor in obtaining the consents and other approvals from the relative authorities

on a best effort basis upon the Local Contractor’s request and at its expenses;

(d) provide, at its own expense, appropriate operations and maintenance personnel for the

commissioning, reliability test and Performance Guarantee Test;

(e) supply, at its own expense, the necessary utilities such as electrical power, fuel, raw water,
softened water, demineralized water, boiler chemicals, waste wood during the hydraulic
test, commissioning, reliability test and Performance Guarantee Test, provided however

that the Local Contractor must save these utilities as much as possible;
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(f) Unless otherwise disputed with respect to this Contract, pay in a timely manner the

(g) Supply the material and equipment to be installed which shall be conform to the
specifications requested, are fit and sufficient for the purpose, are of good material and
workmanship, and are free from defect as per agreed schedule hereinafter defined as the
“Owner’s Provisions™) and give instructions for installation of the Owner’s Provisions as
per agreed i:rice; and

(h) All civil work including all the foundations required for the Boiler Plant or any other work

which is necessary to complete the Onshore Work.

(i) The supervisor (s) of TBWES appointed by Owner shall be suitably qualified and
satisfactory for the proper progress of the Onshore Work.

Article 6. Responsibilities of the Local Contractor

6.1 The Local Contractor shall perform the Onshore Works and provide any and all materials
necessary to perform the works in accordance with this Contract, including all matters
described in this Article 6 without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the Local

Contractor shall:

(a) notify the Owner of the persons of the Local Contractor who are qualified, competent and
experienced in the works similar to the Onshore Works and who have authority to make
binding and enforceable decisions in respect of the Onshore Works, i.e. the acceptance of
the Change Order, in the name of the Local Contractor and to accept service of all notices

from Owner;

(b) perform the Onshore Works continuously and diligently in accordance with the project
time schedule and complete the Onshore Works in a manner that causes the Boiler Plants
to satisfy the Performance Guarantee as soon as practicable and in any event on or before

the Completion Date;

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(c) Co-operate and jointly work with TBWES pursuant to all instruction of TBWES regarding
the Onshore Works;

(d) Provide all assistance that is reasonably requested by the Owner in obtaining any legal
approvals from any governmental authority in any and all matters relating to the Onshore

Works or the Boiler Plants;

(e) Receive and unload all Materials at site. ~ The Owner undertakes customs clearance and

local transportation from Thailand Port to Site;

(f) when necessary, enter into contracts and obtain any consent or approval from any person
necessary for (i) performance of the Onshore Works (ii) assistant for performing start-up

and the tests and commissioning;

(g) Onshore Works shall comply with all applicable laws and governmental approvals;

(h) Replace any worker if the Owner notifies the Local Contractor that it reasonably believes
such worker is not performing the Onshore Works in accordance with the Owner’s

standards or is creating a risk to the performance of the Onshore Works;

(i) arrange for, obtain and pay for (i) an adequate supply of telecommunications and other
necessary utilities service except demineralised water, raw water, softened water, boiler
chemical, waste wood, cooling water, and bagasse; (ii) disposal of any sewage, waste
material and rubbish except for waste-water of boiler alkalinity and/or chemical cleaning,
generated by the Local Contractor and the subcontractor, and (iii) establishment of
adequate housing and other necessary residential requirements for the workers of the Local

Contractor or subcontractor as necessary for performance of the Onshore Works;
(j) take necessary safety measures including, but not limited to, signs, security services and fire
protection, for the protection of the Site, the Materials, the Onshore Works, the Boiler

Plants and any personnel of the Owner and any third party and property related thereof;

(k) use only the entrance to the Site specified by the Owner for access of all workers of the

Local Contractor and subcontractors, Materials and vehicles to the Boj
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(1) obtain the Owner’s approval prior to announcement, publication, dissemination or release
of Contract, the Boiler Plant, or the Onshore Works or any information thereof by the Local

Contractor, or any subcontractors;

(m) ensure that the Owner or any representative of the Owner has access to the Boiler Plants
(and any portion or component thereof), for inspection, and other purpose on an ongoing

basis during the performance of the Onshore Works;

(n) provide Progress Reports for procurement, erection, test run, commissioning and
Performance Test as required therein and any other documents and assistances as the

Owner may reasonably require;

(0) be responsible for indicating, maintaining and supervising all necessary safety precautions
in connection with the Onshore Works in complete and timely accordance with this

Contract and applicable laws.

(p) Guarantee that the Onshore Work of the Boiler Plants shall perform according to Article
9.1 until the end of Warranty Period.

6.2  The Local Contractor shall exercise all reasonable skill, care and diligence in the
performance of the Onshore Works under this Contract and shall carry out all of its

obligations hereunder in accordance with recognized professional standards.

6.3 The supervisor(s) appointed by Local Contractor shall be suitably qualified and be good

in English communication.

6.4  The Local Contractor’s supervisors shall render the services according to the agreed

time schedule with the Owner.

6.5 It is understood and agreed that the Local Contractor shall be responsible for the
completion of performance of its obligations to the full satisfaction of the Owner and

within time, subject to fulfillment of all the obligations by the Owner on time.

6.6  The Local Contractor shall keep their supervisors insured against personal health,
accidents and injury and will indemnify and hold harmless the Owner against all claims

in respect thereof

6.7 In the event of accident and illness of' the Local Contractor’s supervisors necessitating
medical attention or hospital treatment in Thailand, the Local Contractor shall, at its
expense, arrange necessary medical attention and hospital treatment for such

supervisors

6.8  The Local Contractor shall perform all services and obligations specified under this

Contract.
6.9 The Local Contractor shall appoint a competent, responsible and well qualified
representative as a project manager at Owner’s Site for supervision during erection, of

the Boiler Plants.

6.10  Time for Completion of the Onshore Works

The Local Contractor shall arrange erection, test run and assistance of commissioning of the
Boiler Plants according to master schedule to complete the Mechanical Completion, Boiler
Flushing, Commissioning and Reliability Test Run (if any) for the Boiler Plants within 8.5
months from the Commencement Date for Onshore Works (the “Completion Time™). This is,
however, subject to force majeure events and timely fulfillment of the Owner’s obligations
hereunder including payments obligation under the Contract. The Performance Test shall be
carried out as agreed otherwise among the Owner, Local Contractor (only assistance, if any,
requested by the Owner) and [TBWES].

If the commissioning gets delayed due to reasons not attributable to local contractor, local

contractor is entitled to request for additional charges from the owner.

6.11  Monthly Progress Report

we

(a) The Local Contractor shall supply the Owner with monthly progress reports (“Progress
Report™) in the form acceptable by Owner and within the time provided herein. The

Progress Report shall detail the supply and delivery of the Onshore Machinery &
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Equipment under this Contract in a form and manner satisfactory to the Owner that
provided for an accurate assessment of progress of such delivery. The Progress Report shall

include, among other things as the Owner may be reasonably request the following;

(i) Master progress & price schedule consists of a break down list for contract item &
price for the Owner’s payment schedule within ninety (90) days after the Effective Date of the

Contract.

(i) Percentage of the delivery/work performed and/or completed for the immediate

preceding month;

(iii) The total aggregate percentage of the delivery/work performed on the Onshore
Machinery & Equipment completed to date;

(iv) Information about any potential delay or actual delay and any countermeasures

proposed by the Local Contractor to minimize such delay, if any;

(v) Status report on safety; and

(vi) Progress of the erection, test run, Commissioning and Reliability Test Run of the

Boiler Plants until Final Acceptance.

(b) The Local Contractor shall submit, by hand delivery, to the Owner a Progress Report no
later than the tenth (10th) day of each month. Any delay or failure in providing the Progress
Report shall be a breach of Contract.

(c) Progress Reports shall be submit to the Owner’s approval, which the Owner shall notify to
the Local Contractor in writing within fifteen (15) days after its receipt of a Progress Report
from the Local Contractor (provided the Progress Report in received by the Owner within
the time provided for in Article 6.11 (b) above). The Owner shall be entitled to delay its
action on any late receipt of a Progress Report by one day for each day of the Local

Contractor’s delay in submitting the same.

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(d) Upon receipt of a Progress Report, the Owner shall review the same and clearly mark upon
the same or in a separable letter shall notify the Local Contractor of sections of the Progress
Report that is approved or rejected. For sections of the Progress Report that are rejected,

the Owner shall supply reasonably clear support for such rejection.

(e) Any Progress Report that is in its entirely approved by the Owner shall be an approved
progress report (“Approved Progress Report™). For the avoidance of doubt, however, no
section that has been rejected by the Owner shall be counted for purposes of being an
Approved Progress Report. Any section that is rejected must be resubmitted for approval.
It is expressly agreed by Owner and Local Contractor that approval of the Progress Reports
by Owner does not constitute approval or acceptance of the Onshore Works and shall not
release the Local Contractor from any obligations or responsibilities of the Local

Contractor to complete the Boiler Plants according to all specifications.

(f) The Owner shall be entitled at its discretion at all times and from time to time to request the
Local Contractor to submit additional Progress Report and to request additional specific

information in such Progress Report.
Article 7 Test and Inspections

7.1 The Owner is entitled at any time to inspect any Materials before their dispatch from the
Local Contractor’s premises, but such inspection shall not relieve the Local Contractor
from any duty, responsibility, guarantee, or warranty related to such inspected items. The
Owner’s inspection shall neither be interpreted as acceptance of the items inspected and
the Owner does not waive or otherwise give up its rights to reject such items in the event a
defect is later discovered or the items inspected do not conform to the specifications

required under this Contract.

7.2 The Owner will appoint the Owner’s Engineer or any other person in its discretion to
inspect (“Inspector”) the Onshore Works at any stage of progress, at any time and without
notice to the Local Contractor. The Inspector may adopt any means and apply any manner
of inspection necessary to satisfy himself that the Local Contractor has used appropriate
materials. The Owner’s inspection shall neither be interpreted as acceptance of the items

inspected and the Owner does not waive or otherwise give up its rights to reject such items

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in the event a defect is later discovered or the items inspected do not conform to the

specifications required under this Contract.

7.3 The Owner shall be entitled at all times to require the Local Contractor to amend or alter
any item that in the opinion of the Inspector does not comply with the Onshore Works and
to reject all or any part of the Onshore Works. If any of the Onshore Works is so rejected,
the Local Contractor shall immediately at its own expenses rectify the rejected Onshore
Works afresh to satisfy the Inspector or Owner and to conform to the specifications of this

Contract.

7.4 The Owner shall be entitled at all times to reject any Materials delivered or supplied by the
Local Contractor (save for the Materials that supplied by the Owner and the Owner’s
authorized supplier, for example, [TBWES]) that are not in conformity to the Materials
required for the services and the Onshore Works hereunder. In the event of non-conforming
or rejected workmanships, the Owner shall be entitled to demand that the Local Contractor
procure or replace the same and any cost or expense incurred as a result thereof shall be

for the account of the Local Contractor.
Article 8  Reliability Test Run, Performance Test and Final Acceptance

8.1 During the trial run, commissioning, Reliability Test Run and Performance Test of the
Boiler Plant, all necessary fuels, power, DM Water, chemicals and other inputs and
utilities shall be made available by the Owner to the Local Contractor free of cost for
carriage of trial run, commissioning, Reliability Test Run and Performance Test of each

of the Boiler Plants.

8.2 Final Acceptance of the Onshore Works of Boiler Plants shall occur upon the Owner’s
confirmation of the Final Acceptance Certificate and all of the following conditions shall
have been satisfied;
