The Service Provider may not announce, describe or confirm the existence or terms of this
Agreement or use the name, logo, trademark, or other symbol of Canadian Solar in publicity
releases or advertising without securing the prior written consent of Canadian Solar’ marketing
team.

8. ASSIGNMENT

The Service Provider may not assign or subcontract this Agreement without the prior consent of
Canadian Solar. This Agreement may be assigned by Canadian Solar in whole or in part, without
the Service Provider's consent, to any entity within the Canadian Solar group of companies,
Canadian Solar' parent Service Provider, Affiliates and subsidiaries, or through merger,
consolidation, exchange of shares, or sale or other disposition of assets, including disposition on
dissolution. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties and their respective legal
successors and permitted assigns.

“Affiliate” means, with respect to a party, any person or entity that controls, is controlled by or is
under common control with such party, where “control” means ownership of fifty percent (50%) or
more of the outstanding voting securities (but only as long as such person or entity meets these
requirements).

9. CONFIDENTIALITY

(c) any other information that is marked as “Confidential” or the like or, if delivered verbally,
confirmed in writing to be confidential within 30 days of the initial disclosure. Confidential
Information does not include information which (i) the receiving party can prove it already
knew at the time of receipt from the disclosing party; or (i) has come into the public
domain without breach of confidence by the receiving party; (i) was received from a third
party without restrictions on its use; (iv) the receiving party can prove it independently
developed without use of or reference to the disclosing party’s Confidential Information; or

10.6  All safety accidents caused by improper operation or disobedience of the service provider during
the service period shall be borne by the service provider and shall be resolved or compensated
within 10 days.

11, INDEMNITY

(vi) The Service Provider shall appoint a manager (the “Manager”) who shall act as the
representative of the Service Provider for the purposes of this Agreement. All instructions
and directions relating to the Services shall be communicated by Canadian Solar to the
Service Provider's Manager. The Manager shall be suitably authorized to issue
instructions and directions to all the Service Provider's Staff and ensure compliance by the
Service Provider of its obligations to Canadian Solar. The Service Provider may replace
such Manager from time to time after due notice to Canadian Solar. Such Manager shall
be deemed the Service Provider's employees for the purposes of this Agreement.

(vii) The Service Provider shall ensure that each employee of the Service Provider or any other
personnel of the Service Provider, when they are at Canadian Solar' premises, shall
adhere to and comply with the rules and regulations framed by Canadian Solar and shall
not question the same under any circumstances.

(viii)  The Service Provider recognizes that Canadian Solar shall not be liable to make any
payment to or be liable under any account to the Service Provider's Staff and any other
personnel of the Service Provider. All employee’s claims shall be met by the Service
Provider directly.

(ix) If there is a replacement of the Service Provider's employees, the Service Provider shall
make alternate arrangements immediately without affecting the Services. If any of the
Service Provider's employees are granted leave by the Service Provider, Canadian Solar
shall be notified of the same and the Service Provider shall make suitable alternative
arrangements.

(x) The Service Provider shall ensure that it procures adequate insurance coverage to ensure
that the liabilities and obligations arising to the Service Provider's Staff deputed to
Canadian Solar are adequately covered.

(xi) Canadian Solar may be providing various items and properties to the Service Provider to
enable the Services. Provided properties shall be used carefully and in accordance with
the user manuals, if any. Provided properties shall remain the absolute property of
Canadian Solar. On the termination of this Agreement or on demand of Canadian Solar,
the Service Provider shall return/ hand over provided properties to Canadian Solar in the
condition they were in at the time of hand over to the Service Provider, normal wear and
tear excepted. The Service Provider shall reimburse Canadian Solar for any damages
caused to such equipment and properties.

5. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS, INDUSTRY STANDARDS

The Service Provider shall comply with all applicable laws concerning its activities in performance
of this Agreement and shall not cause Canadian Solar to be in violation of any laws and
regulations including but not limited to import or export laws, security requirements, materials
content, packaging regulations, social responsibility code of conduct requirements, background
check requirements, environmental regulations, and any applicable security guidelines as are
hereby incorporated as terms and conditions of this Agreement.
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The Service Provider shall apply for, obtain, maintain and perform all requirements of any
Governmental Approvals that are required to perform the Work. The Service Provider shall provide
copies of any Governmental Approval application to Canadian Solar prior to submitting same to
the applicable Governmental Authority and shall provide Canadian Solar with notice of the
reasonable time period available for Canadian Solar’s review, such period not to be less than ten
(10) Business Days following Canadian Solar’s receipt of the application. Canadian Solar shall
have the right, but not the obligation, to review all Governmental Approval applications and may
provide feedback to Service Provider regarding suggested changes to such applications within
three (3) days as Canadian Solar reasonably believes are necessary; provided, however, that any
review, failure to review, delay in review or requested changes by Canadian Solar in connection
with the Governmental Approval applications shall not impose any liability on Canadian Solar or
relieve Service Provider of any of its responsibilities as provided in this Agreement. Service
Provider shall pay for all fees, expenses (including expenses of legal and other advisors or
experts) and costs which it incurs in order to obtain such Governmental Approvals.

The Service Provider shall not subcontract the Services to any other third party without the prior
written consent of Canadian Solar. With respect to Services that are subcontracted to or provided
by a third party, The Service Provider expressly bears all liability and responsibility for such
subcontractors’ and third parties’ compliance with, or breach of, the terms of this Agreement.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
In fulfilling its obligations under this Agreement, each Party shall act as an independent contractor.
This Agreement does not make either Party the employee, agent, or legal representative of the
other. Nothing herein shall be deemed to establish a partnership, joint venture, association or
employment relationship between the parties.

7. PUBLICITY
The Service Provider may not announce, describe or confirm the existence or terms of this
Agreement or use the name, logo, trademark, or other symbol of Canadian Solar in publicity
releases or advertising without securing the prior written consent of Canadian Solar marketing
team.

8. ASSIGNMENT

The Service Provider may not assign or subcontract this Agreement without the prior consent of
Canadian Solar. This Agreement may be assigned by Canadian Solar in whole or in part, without
the Service Provider's consent, to any entity within the Canadian Solar group of companies,
Canadian Solar’ parent Service Provider, Affiliates and subsidiaries, or through merger,
consolidation, exchange of shares, or sale or other disposition of assets, including disposition on
dissolution. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties and their respective legal
successors and permitted assigns.

“Affiliate” means, with respect to a party, any person or entity that controls, is controlled by or is
under common control with such party, where “control” means ownership of fifty percent (50%) or
more of the outstanding voting securities (but only as long as such person or entity meets these
requirements).

9. CONFIDENTIALITY
“Confidential Information” shall mean:

(a) The existence and terms of this Agreement and all information concerning the Services,
Deliverables, scope of work(s), and Fees;

(b) the internal processes, procedures, tools, documentation, templates, and other non-public
business information of Canadian Solar that are disclosed hereunder, including, without

limitation, process descriptions, workflow, interfaces, architecture, and components of the
Canadian Solar Information Systems Environment;

(c) any other information that is marked as “Confidential” or the like or, if delivered verbally,
confirmed in writing to be confidential within 30 days of the initial disclosure. Confidential
Information does not include information which (i) the receiving party can prove it already
knew at the time of receipt from the disclosing party; or (i) has come into the public
domain without breach of confidence by the receiving party; (jii) was received from a third
party without restrictions on its use; (iv) the receiving party can prove it independently
developed without use of or reference to the disclosing party's Confidential Information; or
(v) the disclosing party agrees in writing is free of such restrictions.

Each Party shall refrain from using any confidential information of the disclosing party for any
purposes or activities other than those specifically authorized by this Agreement. The Service
Provider shall not, without Canadian Solar' written permission, advertise, publish or disclose the
terms, details, or specifications of any order, the amount of revenue generated from any order or
the fact that it has furnished or contracted to furnish Canadian Solar with products. The Service
Provider will establish and maintain safeguards against the destruction, loss or alteration of
Canadian Solar Data in the possession or control of the Service Provider which are no less
rigorous than those maintained by the Service Provider for its own data of a similar nature.

WARRANTY

The Service Provider warrants that it is duly incorporated and validly existing under the laws and
regulations applicable in its jurisdiction of incorporation, and is in good standing.

The Service Provider warrants the power to execute this Agreement, capability, experience,
registrations, licenses, permits, and governmental approvals required to perform its obligations
under this Agreement.

The Service Provider warrants that the execution of this Agreement and the performance of the
obligations thereunder do not and will not conflict with or constitute a default or offence under any
provision of any laws, regulations or circular applicable in its jurisdiction of incorporations.

The Service Provider shall perform the obligations under this Agreement in a professional and
workmanlike manner in accordance with the applicable purchase order and scope of work.

In addition to any other remedies available to Canadian Solar, if the Service Provider does not
comply with the warranties herein, at Canadian Solar’ sole option; the Service Provider shall re-
perform Services at the Service Provider's expense.

All safety accidents caused by improper operation or disobedience of the service provider during
the service period shall be borne by the service provider and shall be resolved or compensated
within 10 days.

INDEMNITY

The Service Provider shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Canadian Solar and each of its,
officers, directors, employees, contractors, agents, successors, and assigns, from any and all
claims, losses, settlement, damages or expenses (including reasonable attorney's fees and court
costs) arising from, in connection with, or based on any of the following:

(i) the death or personal or bodily injury of any employee, contractor, agent, customer,

business invitee, or business visitor or other person caused by the Service Provider or
anyone under the Service Provider’s control;

() any breach by the Service Provider or anyone under its control with respect to Confidential
information or Canadian Solar Data;
(vi) any claim, demand, charge, action, cause of action, or other proceeding resulting from an

act or omission of the Service Provider in its capacity as an employer of a person;
(vii) any claim, demand, charge, action, cause of action, or other proceeding resulting from a
breach by the Service Provider or anyone under its control with respect to Clause 3; and
(viii)  claims of infringement of a third party's intellectual property rights.

(5) To Service Provider's knowledge, neither Service Provider nor its employees, representatives,
affiliates, counter parties or key directors’ relatives has or will provide, offer, gift or promise, directly or
indirectly, anything of value to any Government Officials, political party, candidate for government
office or any third party person, nor provide or promise anything of value to any other person while
knowing that all or a portion of that thing of value would or will be offered, given, or promised, directly
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or indirectly, to any Government Official, political party, candidate for government office or any third
party person, for the purpose of:

(i) influencing any act or decision of such official, party, candidate or any third party person in his
or her official capacity, inducing such official, party, candidate or any third party person to do or
omit to do any act in violation of their lawful duty, or securing any improper advantage for the
benefit of Service Provider; or

(ii) inducing such official, party, candidate or any third party person to use his or her influence with
his or her government, instrumentality or entity to affect or influence any act or decision of such
government, instrumentality or entity, in order to assist Service Provider in obtaining or retaining
business for or with, or directing business to, any person.

Canadian Solar
shall bear no financial liability whatsoever for any additional/ Services rendered for which the
Service Provider did not obtain a valid agreement in writing prior to the commencement of such
Services. If a Service Provider's quote is referenced in the scope of work/purchase order, it is
solely referenced for description of scope of work and pricing only. Any additional terms and
conditions on such quote shall not apply.

13 Subcontractors. “Subcontractor” shall mean subcontractors of the Service Provider. Without
prior written authorization from Canadian Solar the Service Provider shall not subcontract,
delegate or assign to any third party the performance of any Services hereunder, and the Service
Provider shall remain fully responsible for the performance of all Services by any Subcontractors
hereunder.
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2. FEES AND PAYMENT

21 Fees. Canadian Solar shall pay the Service Provider the fees listed in the applicable Annexure | to
this Agreement (“Fees”).

2.2 Payment.

2.2.1 The Service Provider shall invoice Canadian Solar the applicable amount of the Fees at
monthly intervals during the term of this Agreement.

2.2.2 Service Provider shall provide, install, complete and pay for all labor, Equipment, tools,
supplies, construction equipment and machinery, utilities and consumables, transportation
and other facilities and services (including any temporary materials, equipment, supplies
and facilities) necessary to achieve Final Acceptance, all in accordance with the Relevant
Requirements (and any other requirements described in this Agreement and its Exhibits
and / or Appendixes). All construction services arising from or relating to the requirements
to achieve Final Acceptance shall be the sole responsibility of Service Provider.

2.2.3 Upon receipt of the Service Provider's invoice(s), Canadian Solar shall pay undisputed
invoice(s) (45) days from the date of Canadian Solar’ receipt of the invoice(s).

2.2.4 Payment to the Service Provider shall be in Thai Baht Currency.

2.25 Canadian Solar will pay or reimburse Service Provider for the amounts equal to any taxes,
however designated or levied based upon such charges, the Services, or this Agreement,
including state and local taxes, and any taxes or amounts in lieu thereof paid or payable
by Service Provider provided that such taxes are timely invoiced to Canadian Solar. The
above mentioned taxes, will exclude franchise taxes, employment taxes and taxes based
on the net income of Service Provider. The Service Provider will be responsible for any
penalty and interest related to taxes that it failed to invoice and remit in a timely manner.
Each Party will cooperate with the other in minimizing any applicable tax and, in
connection therewith, Canadian Solar will provide the Service Provider any resale
certificates, information regarding out-of-state use of materials, services or sales, or other
exemption certificates, or information reasonably requested by the Service Provider, if
applicable. Canadian Solar may withhold taxes at applicable rates as required by law and
provide withholding tax certificate in due course.

3. Employees of Service Provider:

31 The Service Provider warrants and represents that it employs sufficient number of trained
employees on its rolls for fulfilling its obligations under this Agreement. The Service Provider shall
ensure that as far as possible, all the personnel engaged by it to render the Services to Canadian
Solar shall be full-time permanent employees of the Service Provider and shall not have any
relationship of whatsoever nature with Canadian Solar. Where the Service Provider proposes to
use any personnel, other than its full-time permanent employees, for rendering the Services, it
shall do so only with prior written approval of Canadian Solar. Canadian Solar shall, however, not
be bound to give such approval. The full-time permanent employees of the Service Provider or
such other persons as are engaged by the Service Provider to render the Services to Canadian
Solar are hereinafter collectively referred to as the ‘Service Provider's Staff'.

3.2 The Service Provider shall ensure that the Service Provider's Staff are duly trained to render the
Services in the manner contemplated herein. Canadian Solar shall not, unless otherwise agreed
be liable or responsible to provide any such training.

33 Canadian Solar may at any time without cause request that any Service Provider's Staff be
replaced. On receipt of such notice the Service Provider shall ensure that suitable alternate
Service Provider's Staff are provided.

34 Nothing in this Agreement shall require Canadian Solar to make any analysis of the Services
being rendered by any particular Service Provider's Staff deputed by the Service Provider or report
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the same to the Service Provider. Such notice or the failure to issue the same (i.e., the notice as
mentioned above) shall also not affect the Service Provider's obligation to render the Services as
contemplated herein or Canadian Solar' claims for faulty or defective Services rendered. It is
clearly understood between the parties that it is the responsibility of the Service Provider to ensure
that the Services are rendered as contemplated herein.

35 Service Provider shall be solely responsible for the acts or omissions of Service Provider's
Personnel. Service Provider shall be solely responsible for providing, scheduling and coordinating
Contractor's Personnel. Throughout performance of the Work, Service Provider shall be solely
responsible for ensuring that all Service Provider's Personnel comply with Applicable Laws.
Service Provider shall also be responsible for obtaining Service Provider's Personnel's visas, work
permits, ination, training and i ion that may be required and as applicable for specific
types of Work. Respecting each act or omission which Service Provider is prohibited from making
under this Agreement, Service Provider shall ensure that Service Provider's Personnel make no
such act or omission.

Notwithstanding the generality of the foregoing, Service Provider shall, with respect to all Service
Provider’s Personnel:

3.5.1 be solely responsible for the supervision, technical and administrative guidance and labor
required for the performance of the Work;

3.5.2 comply with Applicable Laws to the full extent applicable, including by refraining from using, in
all activities related to the performance of this Agreement, forced labor and work of minors,
and cause the above-mentioned requirement to be observed by each Subcontractor;

3.5.3 comply, in a timely manner, with all labor and social security regulations related to tax
obligations;

3.5.4 pay and bear all charges and expenses deriving from lodging, boarding, transportation,
medical assistance and medical assi: to its empl 3

3.5.5 take all measures required to prevent unlawful, misleading or otherwise inappropriate behavior
of Service Provider’s Personnel, in order to keep order and discipline at the Site, and

3.5.6 establish Site regulations, subject to Canadian Solar’s approval, setting out rules to be
observed by Service Provider's personnel in the performance of the Work, including all
applicable restrictions and limitations to the use of the Site or nearby areas as may be agreed
by Canadian Solar from time to time;

for purposes of Applicable Law relating to labour, industrial relations and social security matters, Service
Provider represents and warrants that it has the necessary financial resources of its own to comply with its
labor obligations to its employees, including the employees assigned for the performance of its obligations
hereunder

4. Service Provider's Obligation:

The Service Provider shall render the Services in a timely, efficient and professional manner and
to Canadian Solar's satisfaction. All agreed Services shall be rendered as per Canadian Solar'
instructions and directions issued from time to time. Such instructions and directions shall be
deemed to be part and parcel of this Agreement without prejudice to the generality of the above
mentioned:

(i) Service Provider shall at its own expense design and provide engineering services. All
design and engineering services arising from or relating to the requirements to achieve
Final Acceptance shall be the sole responsibility of Service Provider and Service Provider
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shall ensure that any Work Product resulting from such design and engineering services
shall be, applicable, reviewed, approved, and stamped by a licensed engineer duly
authorized to perform such approval under Thai laws.

(i) The Service Provider shall address all complaints and observations made by Canadian
Solar in respect to the Services and ensure that the Services are improved within
acceptable timeframe.

(iiiy The Service Provider shall depute adequate number of personnel as may be required for
the satisfactory and timely rendering of the Services.

(iv) The Service Provider shall ensure that only suitable and reliable persons are deputed for
rendering Services to Canadian Solar. The Service Provider shall be responsible and
liable for all the damages caused by the Service Provider's employees to any person and
property.

(v) The Service Provider shall ensure compliance with all applicable laws in rendering the
Services.

(vi) The Service Provider shall appoint a manager (the “Manager”) who shall act as the
representative of the Service Provider for the purposes of this Agreement. All instructions
and directions relating to the Services shall be communicated by Canadian Solar to the
Service Provider's Manager. The Manager shall be suitably authorized to issue
instructions and directions to all the Service Provider's Staff and ensure compliance by the
Service Provider of its obligations to Canadian Solar. The Service Provider may replace
such Manager from time to time after due notice to Canadian Solar. Such Manager shall
be deemed the Service Provider's employees for the purposes of this Agreement.

(vii) The Service Provider shall ensure that each employee of the Service Provider or any other
personnel of the Service Provider, when they are at Canadian Solar' premises, shall
adhere to and comply with the rules and regulations framed by Canadian Solar and shall
not question the same under any circumstances.

(viii)  The Service Provider recognizes that Canadian Solar shall not be liable to make any
payment to or be liable under any account to the Service Provider's Staff and any other
personnel of the Service Provider. All employee’s claims shall be met by the Service
Provider directly.

(ix) If there is a replacement of the Service Provider's employees, the Service Provider shall
make alternate arrangements immediately without affecting the Services. If any of the
Service Provider's employees are granted leave by the Service Provider, Canadian Solar
shall be notified of the same and the Service Provider shall make suitable alternative
arrangements.

(x) The Service Provider shall ensure that it procures adequate insurance coverage to ensure
that the liabilities and obligations arising to the Service Provider's Staff deputed to
Canadian Solar are adequately covered.

(xi) Canadian Solar may be providing various items and properties to the Service Provider to
enable the Services. Provided properties shall be used carefully and in accordance with
the user manuals, if any. Provided properties shall remain the absolute property of
Canadian Solar. On the termination of this Agreement or on demand of Canadian Solar,
the Service Provider shall return/ hand over provided properties to Canadian Solar in the
condition they were in at the time of hand over to the Service Provider, normal wear and
tear excepted. The Service Provider shall reimburse Canadian Solar for any damages
caused to such equipment and properties.

5. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS, INDUSTRY STANDARDS

The Service Provider shall comply with all applicable laws concerning its activities in performance
of this Agreement and shall not cause Canadian Solar to be in violation of any laws and
regulations including but not limited to import or export laws, security requirements, materials
content, packaging regulations, social responsibility code of conduct requirements, background
check requirements, environmental regulations, and any applicable security guidelines as are
hereby incorporated as terms and conditions of this Agreement.
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The Service Provider shall apply for, obtain, maintain and perform all requirements of any
Governmental Approvals that are required to perform the Work. The Service Provider shall provide
copies of any Governmental Approval application to Canadian Solar prior to submitting same to
the applicable Governmental Authority and shall provide Canadian Solar with notice of the
reasonable time period available for Canadian Solar’s review, such period not to be less than ten
(10) Business Days following Canadian Solar's receipt of the application. Canadian Solar shall
have the right, but not the obligation, to review all Governmental Approval applications and may
provide feedback to Service Provider regarding suggested changes to such applications within
three (3) days as Canadian Solar reasonably believes are necessary; provided, however, that any
review, failure to review, delay in review or requested changes by Canadian Solar in connection
with the Governmental Approval applications shall not impose any liability on Canadian Solar or
relieve Service Provider of any of its responsibilities as provided in this Agreement. Service
Provider shall pay for all fees, expenses (including expenses of legal and other advisors or
experts) and costs which it incurs in order to obtain such Governmental Approvals.

The Service Provider shall not subcontract the Services to any other third party without the prior
written consent of Canadian Solar. With respect to Services that are subcontracted to or provided
by a third party, The Service Provider expressly bears all liability and responsibility for such
subcontractors' and third parties' compliance with, or breach of, the terms of this Agreement.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
In fuffilling its obligations under this Agreement, each Party shall act as an independent contractor.
This Agreement does not make either Party the employee, agent, or legal representative of the
other. Nothing herein shall be deemed to establish a partnership, joint venture, association or
employment relationship between the parties.

7. PUBLICITY
The Service Provider may not announce, describe or confirm the existence or terms of this
Agreement or use the name, logo, trademark, or other symbol of Canadian Solar in publicity
releases or advertising without securing the prior written consent of Canadian Solar’ marketing
team.

8. ASSIGNMENT

The Service Provider may not assign or subcontract this Agreement without the prior consent of
Canadian Solar. This Agreement may be assigned by Canadian Solar in whole or in part, without
the Service Provider's consent, to any entity within the Canadian Solar group of companies,
Canadian Solar' parent Service Provider, Affiliates and subsidiaries, or through merger,
consolidation, exchange of shares, or sale or other disposition of assets, including disposition on
dissolution. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties and their respective legal
successors and permitted assigns.

“Affiliate” means, with respect to a party, any person or entity that controls, is controlled by or is
under common control with such party, where “control” means ownership of fifty percent (50%) or
more of the outstanding voting securities (but only as long as such person or entity meets these
requirements).

9. CONFIDENTIALITY
“Confidential Information” shall mean:

(a) The existence and terms of this Agreement and all information concerning the Services,
Deliverables, scope of work(s), and Fees;

(b) the internal processes, procedures, tools, documentation, templates, and other non-public
business information of Canadian Solar that are disclosed hereunder, including, without

limitation, process descriptions, workflow, interfaces, architecture, and components of the
Canadian Solar Information Systems Environment;

(c) any other information that is marked as “Confidential” or the like or, if delivered verbally,
confirmed in writing to be confidential within 30 days of the initial disclosure. Confidential
Information does not include information which (i) the receiving party can prove it already
knew at the time of receipt from the disclosing party; or (ii) has come into the public
domain without breach of confidence by the receiving party; (jii) was received from a third
party without restrictions on its use; (iv) the receiving party can prove it independently
developed without use of or reference to the disclosing party's Confidential Information; or
(v) the disclosing party agrees in writing is free of such restrictions.

Each Party shall refrain from using any confidential information of the disclosing party for any
purposes or activities other than those specifically authorized by this Agreement. The Service
Provider shall not, without Canadian Solar' written permission, advertise, publish or disclose the
terms, details, or specifications of any order, the amount of revenue generated from any order or
the fact that it has furnished or contracted to furnish Canadian Solar with products. The Service
Provider will establish and maintain safeguards against the destruction, loss or alteration of
Canadian Solar Data in the possession or control of the Service Provider which are no less
rigorous than those maintained by the Service Provider for its own data of a similar nature.

WARRANTY

The Service Provider warrants that it is duly incorporated and validly existing under the laws and
regulations applicable in its jurisdiction of incorporation, and is in good standing.

The Service Provider warrants the power to execute this Agreement, capability, experience,
registrations, licenses, permits, and governmental approvals required to perform its obligations
under this Agreement.

The Service Provider warrants that the execution of this Agreement and the performance of the
obligations thereunder do not and will not conflict with or constitute a default or offence under any
provision of any laws, regulations or circular applicable in its jurisdiction of incorporations.

The Service Provider shall perform the obligations under this Agreement in a professional and
workmanlike manner in accordance with the applicable purchase order and scope of work.

In addition to any other remedies available to Canadian Solar, if the Service Provider does not
comply with the warranties herein, at Canadian Solar’ sole option; the Service Provider shall re-
perform Services at the Service Provider's expense.

All safety accidents caused by improper operation or disobedience of the service provider during
the service period shall be borne by the service provider and shall be resolved or compensated
within 10 days.

INDEMNITY

The Service Provider shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Canadian Solar and each of its,
officers, directors, employees, contractors, agents, successors, and assigns, from any and all
claims, losses, i, or i ing reasonable attorney's fees and court
costs) arising from, in connection with, or based on any of the following:

(i) the death or personal or bodily injury of any employee, contractor, agent, customer,
business invitee, or business visitor or other person caused by the Service Provider or
anyone under the Service Provider’s control;
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(i) the damage, loss or destruction of any real or tangible personal property caused by the
Service Provider;

(iiiy any acts or omissions, wilful misconduct or negligence of the Service Provider or anyone
under the Service Provider's control;

(iv) the performance (or failure to perform) the Services;

) any breach by the Service Provider or anyone under its control with respect to Confidential
information or Canadian Solar Data;

(vi) any claim, demand, charge, action, cause of action, or other proceeding resulting from an
act or omission of the Service Provider in its capacity as an employer of a person;

(vii) any claim, demand, charge, action, cause of action, or other proceeding resulting from a
breach by the Service Provider or anyone under its control with respect to Clause 3; and

(viiiy  claims of infringement of a third party's intellectual property rights.

The coverages or limits of Service Provider's insurances required in this Agreement, the lack or
unavailability of insurance shall not in any other way, be deemed to limit or diminish the Service
Provider’s obligations or liability towards Canadian Solar under this Agreement.

The indemnity obligations of the Service Provider shall survive the expiration or termination of this
Agreement.

12. Compliance terms

entitled to exercise, any administrative, executive, judicial, legislative, police, regulatory or taxing
authority or power of any nature.

(3) “Anything of value” For the purposes of this Agreement, “Anything of value” includes cash, gifts,
meals, travel and entertainment, excessive business promotion activities, covering or reimbursing
expenses, relief of indebtedness, political or charitable contributions, investment opportunities,
subcontracts and similar items.

Service Provider’s obligations

Service Provider shall:

(1) Service Provider shall comply with all applicable anti-corruption and bribery laws and regulations
including but not limited to the Foreign Corrupt Practice Act of 1977 of the United States of America
(the “FCPA"), and the Bribery Act 2010 of the United Kingdom, anti-money laundering, anti-terrorist
financing, other relevant laws and regulations and Canadian Solar's Anti-Bribery and Anti-Corruption
Policies, including applicable international sanctions and other measures in Relevant Jurisdictions

(3) Service Provider shall promptly report to Canadian Solar any request or demand received by
Service Provider from a third party for any undue financial or other advantage in connection with the
performance of this Agreement.

(4) Service Provider shall ensure that no Government Official holds a direct or indirect interest in
Service Provider or acts as Service Provider's officers or employees as of the date of this Agreement
and immediately notify Canadian Solar in writing if a Government Official becomes an officer or
employee of Service Provider or acquires a direct or indirect interest in Service Provider. (Exempted
for Government Official Owned Service Provider)

(5) Service Provider shall ensure that all persons associated with Service Provider or other persons
who are performing services in connection with this Agreement comply with this article.

(6) Service Provider shall maintain a true and correct set of records pertaining to all activities relating
to its performance hereunder and all transactions related thereto. Canadian Solar or its authorized
representative shall have the right to audit Service Provider's books and records should Canadian
Solar determine that an audit is warranted.

(7) Service Provider shall promptly notify Canadian Solar any violation of representation, warranty,
undertaking or Relevant Requirements set forth in this Agreement.

(8) Service Provider shall confirm in writing on an annual basis and at Canadian Solar's reasonable
request, that it has complied with its undertakings as set out in this article and provide to Canadian
Solar such supporting evidence of compliance with this article as Canadian Solar may request from
time to time.

(9) Service Provider shall ensure that any persons associated with it who is performing services in
connection with this Agreement does so only on the basis of a written contract which imposes on and
secures from such person terms equivalent to those imposed on Service Provider by this article (the
"Relevant Terms"). Service Provider shall be responsible for the observance and performance by
such persons of the Relevant Terms, and shall be directly liable to Canadian Solar for any breach by
such persons of any of the Relevant Terms.

Service Provider's Representation and warranty

Service Provider represents and warrants to Canadian Solar that:

(1) Service Provider is duly incorporated and validly existing under the laws and regulations
applicable in its jurisdiction of incorporation, and is in good standing;

(2) Service Provider has the power to execute this Agreement and to perform its obligations under it
and has taken all action necessary to authorize such execution and the performance of such
obligations;

(3) This Agreement will, once executed, constitute legal, valid and binding obligations of Service
Provider in accordance with its terms;

(4) Service Provider's execution of this Agreement and the performance of the obligations thereunder
do not and will not conflict with or constitute a default or offence under any provision of any law,
regulation or circular applicable in its jurisdiction of incorporation;

(5) To Service Provider's knowledge, neither Service Provider nor its employees, representatives,
affiliates, counter parties or key directors’ relatives has or will provide, offer, gift or promise, directly or
indirectly, anything of value to any Government Officials, political party, candidate for government
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or indirectly, to any Government Official, political party, candidate for government office or any third
party person, for the purpose of:

(i) influencing any act or decision of such official, party, candidate or any third party person in his
or her official capacity, inducing such official, party, candidate or any third party person to do or
omit to do any act in violation of their lawful duty, or securing any improper advantage for the
benefit of Service Provider; or

(ii) inducing such official, party, candidate or any third party person to use his or her influence with
his or her government, instrumentality or entity to affect or influence any act or decision of such
government, instrumentality or entity, in order to assist Service Provider in obtaining or retaining
business for or with, or directing business to, any person.

(6) Service Provider has adopted and implemented effective controls procedures and an internal
accounting controls system that is sufficient to provide reasonable assurances that violations of the
Relevant Requirements will be prevented, detected and deterred.

(7) Both parties and their employees hereby confirm and promise that they will not engage with any
person of the other party in any activities that may breach the anti-bribery and ant-corruption laws,
rules, regulations and each other’s anti-bribery and ant-corruption requirements.

Indemnity

(1) Indemnity. Service Provider shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless Canadian Solar, its wholly
